General Info


Weather No problem! The average temperature is 25c (77�symbol 176 \f "Symbol" \s 10�°� F). A mild tropical climate with little variation around the year.


Time Tahiti is 10 hours behind GMT, two hours behind US Pacific Standard time and 21 hours behind Australian Eastern Standard time. 


Dangerous animals There are no dangerous snakes, spiders, or any land animals to worry about! There are some mosquitoes and sand flies, so bring bug repellant.


The Sun You are in the tropics, so the sun is strong! You can get burned in ½ hour. Be sure to wear a heavy-duty sunscreen and a hat.
